TIPS  
 
Achieving the Art of Connecting With the Audience 

 
Engaging or connecting with the audience has always been the goal of every presenter in reaching 
their objective of bringing their message across to the audience effectively. Without this rapport from 
the audience, it is difficult to get across the message you wish to convey to them. Hence, it is 
important to achieve the art of connecting with the audience. 
 
Typically, a good way to start a presentation is to ask questions with the objective of forming a 
connection with the audience. 
 
What then is the definition of the word “connection” ? Simply put, it is to bond, to link, to understand 
and to be in agreement with each other.  
 
There are 4 types of connections in making presentations, namely: 
 

1. Physical 
2. Psychological 
3. Emotional 
4. Intellectual 

 
Physical bonding is self-explanatory and is seldom employed in any presentation except for those 
requiring close contact with the audience.To bond psychologically with the audience, you need to 
establish a mind-to-mind connection where you understand what the audience is thinking of. An 
emotional connection would imply a heart-to-heart agreement from the audience and an intellectual 
connection would determine the level of understanding that the audience has for the message which 
you as the presenter is trying to convey. 
 
A good technique that can be employed to start a presentation would be to get the audience to do a 
self-introduction. This is done to break the ice, and is especially useful when you are presenting to an 
unfamiliar audience. A great technique to break the ice and start connecting to the audience would be 
to play a game with them. In the midst of fun and laughter, the barrier between the presenter and 
audience is broken down and you find it easier to establish the rapport that you need to communicate 
effectively with them. Asking for volunteers is also a great way to engage the audience as it makes 
the message you are trying to convey to them meaningful and relevant.In engaging or communicating 
with the audience, the 3 ‘V’s of communication must not be ignored. To recap, the 3 ‘V’s of 
communication and how much they weigh in communication include: 
 

1. Verbal 7% 
This would refer to words and vocabulary used in your 
presentation. 
 

 
 
2. Vocal 38% 
This simply means the pitch, volume, speed and intensity with 
which you deliver your presentation.

3. Visual 55% 
This refers to body language which includes facial expression, eye 
contact, gestures, postures and movement. It also includes 
personal grooming and dressing. 
 

 
 
Another way to create bonding and to achieve effective communication is to tell jokes or employ 
humor to engage the audience. However, the audience must identify with the jokes and the brand 
of humor you employ in your presentation. Telling stories especially the ones which are related 
from your own personal experiences are also a great way to engage the audience as it adds a 
personal touch to your presentation. The number of stories told must be just right and not too 
much as the audience tends to get lost when you overdo it. To be effective, the underlying 
message behind the story must also be communicated to the audience. 
 
To summarize, there are a number of techniques to engage the audience and they are: 
 
1. Asking questions 
2. Self-introduction 
3. Playing simple games 
4. Asking for volunteers 
5. Telling jokes and stories 

 
Last but not least, sincerity is key to conveying your message effectively as the audience will 
definitely identify with a presenter who projects sincerity in his or her presentation. I wish 
everyone success in their future presentations by employing the techniques discussed in this 
article !
